Objection: To develop and investigate the validity of the questionnaire applying
to classify the severity of the substance use disorder by determining
the optimal cutoff of point being consistent with criteria from the
fifth edition of the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders.

Methods:  Developed Substance use disorder screening test: SUDST which have
11 item. Participates were select from methamphetamine user who
walked in to treat at treatment center during August 2017 - February
2019. 207 Participates were interviewed by nurses using Substance
use disorder screening test (SUDST), Substance use disorder Screening
test of Thai publish health (Version 2) and Mini International
Neuropsychiatric Interview (M.LN.) then sent to psychiatrist for
interview with DSM-5 criteria for Substance Use disorder to be mild
moderate and severe categories.

Result: Total participants of 207 methamphetamine user were recruited
from 4 Treatment centers covering 4 regions of Thailand. Cronbach’s
alpha coefficient of Substance use disorder screening test was 0.79.
SUDST was consisted of 11 items classified into 3 factors: 1) Compulsive
and impaired control 2) Risky use 3) Impact to Bio-psycho-social
The optimum cut-off point were >7 to identify severe risk with sensitivity
of 77.9 and specificity of 72.7. The cutoff point to identify moderate
risk from severe risk was 5-6 with sensitivity of 88.7 and specificity of
61.9. The cutoff point to identify mild risk from severe risk was 3-4
with sensitivity of 96.5 and specificity of 66.7.

Conclusion: Substance use disorder screening test: SUDST 11 items was proven
to be a reliability and valid instrument to identify methamphetamine
user.

3. Agreat deal of time is spent in activities necessary to obtain the substance, use the substance,
or recover from its effects.

4. Craving, or strong desire or urge to use the substance.

5. Recurrent substance use resulting in a failure to fulfill major role obligations at work, school,
or home

6. Continues substance use despite having persistent or recurrent social or interpersonal
problems caused or exacerbated by the effects of thesubstance.

7. Important social, occupational, or recreational activities are given up the substance or reduced
because of substance use.

8. Recurrent substance use in situations in which it is physically hazardous.

9. Substance use is continued despite knowledge of having a persistent or recurrent physical or
psychological problem that is likely to have been caused or exacerbated by the substance.

10. Tolerance, as defined by either of the following:
a. A need for markedly increased amounts of the substance to achieve intoxication or desired
effect.
b. A markedly diminished effect with continued use of the same amount of the substance.

11. Withdrawal, as manifested by either of the following:
a. The characteristic withdrawal syndrome for the substance.
b. The same (or a closely related) substance is taken to relieve or avoid withdrawal symptoms.
